Notice of open international call for tenders No. DNCMP/99/S/2023-2024, relating to 
the recruitment of a specialized company/office for the processing and on-the-job 
training of 1,200 MV (medium voltage) poles of 16 m long and 1500 LV (low voltage) 
poles 11 m long, on behalf of the Burundian Rural Electrification Agency (ABER)

1. Object 

ABER is launching an international call for tenders for the recruitment of a specialized company/office for 
the treatment and on-the-job training of 1,200 MV (Medium Voltage) poles 16m long and 1,500 LV (Low 
Voltage) poles. Tension) 11m long. Thus, 

after noting the long-term deficiencies on the locally treated poles which do not last even 

1/2 of the normal wear period (20-30 years), while their prices have continued to rise, 

the Government of Burundi recommended to the services concerned to carry out this 

work under management in order to avoid speculation by local caterers who take advantage 

of these products in the State's forests at low prices and still sell them to its services at 

exorbitant prices. 

The example is that this problem is observed throughout the country where wooden 

poles fall overnight and cause enormous losses linked to heavy operating costs 

and risk of human and material losses as well as inconvenience to users of the 

electricity in urban and rural areas. 

As the level of treatment is not reassuring, ABER wants to implement this 

recommendation through this international call for tenders, in order to choose a company with 

proven technical capabilities and which accepts the transfer of knowledge to its 

staff for sustain this work by reducing the acquisition cost to serve as many villages as 

possible to be electrified. 

The cutting and processing of 1200 16m MV (Medium Voltage) poles and 1500 11m LV (Low Voltage) 
poles as well as the on-the-job training of 10 (ten) units are detailed in the table below:

3. Market specification

as the transport of these poles from the treatment site to the centers indicated above. 

The methods of treatment of the posts are defined in the Specifications of Special 

Technical Clauses. 

Participation in the competition is open on equal terms to any natural or legal person, justifying 

the legal, financial and technical capacities required within the meaning of articles 52,53 and 54 of law No. 
1/01 of February 4, 2008 establishing the Code Public Markets of Burundi. 

Persons who are ineligible within the meaning of Article 55 of the aforementioned law are 

not eligible to compete in this Call for Tenders.
