The successful bidder undertakes 

to make delivery no later than 30 days from receipt of the order letter duly 

signed by all parties.

[whether they participate individually or as part of a group (consortium) of bidders] and 

possessing the legal, technical and technical conditions. financial capacities 

necessary for the execution of the contract. Any 
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bidder affected by one of the incapacity rules listed in article 161 of the Public 

Procurement Code cannot participate in the call for tenders.
